- The Cnew ‘Cprincipal

My, Coxhead comes of a teaching family, his father having
been the headmaster of a grammar school in England and his
mother also a teacher. Educated at Oundle School, Liverpool
and London Universities, he entered the profession in 1935 when
he joined the staff of the Cathedral High School, Bombay on
a 4-year contract.

After a short experience of Enghsh schools he was accepted
into the Colonial Service and wmade his first acquaintance with:
this school in January, 1940. Called up when war broke out,
he was a war-prisoner in Japan and returned to Homg Kong
i March, 1947. ‘

Since then My. Coxhead has had a wide and varied experience
both of schools and of administrative work. Four years were
shared between K.G.V. School and Queen’s College, and after
home leave he became an inspector of schools, a post he retained
for six years; for two of these he had charge of the grant-in-aid
schools.” At the end of 1957, after an “‘absence’” of 16 years,
he vejoined King’s College and acted! for his predecessor,
Mr. C. W. Sargison, during the latter’s leave. :

Geography is Mr. Coxhead’s special subject, in which he
has contributed to the production of a local atlas and written

textbook. .
