The collapse of a nearby Chinese Banyan on 19 April 2015
has captured Kingsians' attention towards the health
and well-being of our emblematic Fig Tree. Our principal,
Mrs. Chan, shared her concerns in an interview with The
Bridge.

According to her, tree experts are hired every year

to assess whether there are pests and fungi living
inside, and they compile a comprehensive tree report
afterwards. "So you may ask, there is no way for us to
see through the tree, so how can they evaluate the
condition of the tree thoroughly?” That was a spot-on
question we would like to ask. “A long needle-liike thing is




injected into the tree trunk to check the density, so you
know, if the tree is strong, it should have a high density,
or else the other way round.” continued Mrs. Chan. The
sikin of the tree has been a bit fragile, and pests were
once found inside the tree. The school immediately
contacted pest control agents and have the buggies
removed.

The tree has knots but yvou probably would not notice
then. We were told that there were a few branches in
the first place, but then they were cut as they were
seemingly going to bring the tree down. Nonetheless,
it turned out they should not have been removed due
to the fact that they helped balance the tree. "The tree
became unbalanced but thanifully it is surrounded by
our brick walls so it has not been blown away by strong
wind, like what happened to the tree nearby the other
day," she said.

Over the vears, Principal Chan together with a few
teachers have sought alternatives to replace the existing
Fig Tree upon meeting its end. "Previously | approached
Mr. Ken So, the Chief Executive of the Conservancy
Assoaciation, to find out if it is possible for the tree to
have its offspring. Unfortunately, he discovered that the
Fig Tree is a male tree that is unable to reproduce by

“Many alumni
are concerned about the health of the tree, so |
constantly give them the latest update,” she added.

The condition of the tree has become better lately. Mrs.
Chan is happy that the tree has managed to survive by
itself in times of hardship. She also told The Bridge that
students are always welcomed to approach her should
they be interested in the well-being of the tree.

Because of che close relarionship berween a language-rich
environment and studenes’ exposure to English, T would want

to encourage Kingsians to participave actively in activicies and

competitions organized by the English Department, the English
Society, the English Debating and Public Speaking Sociery and che
English Drama Club. Nobody knows how 1o swim unless chey jump
into the warter and swim. This is also true when we are learning
English, which is a second language for us.

Apart from joining acrivities organized by the school, joining
exchange programmes ([ mean chose o English-speaking councries)
can reatly help one to polish cheir listening and speaking skills,
Finally, I really thiek reading is indispensable if you wanr to improve
vour English, especially writing, The advantages of reading is thar we
can learn vocabulary in context. You usually encounter new words
when yvou read. If there are roo many new words for you, then che
comprehension level is too high and you should read something
simpler. Bur 1f there are, say, five new words per page, vou will learn
them casily. You may not even need to use a dictionary because you
can work our the meaning from the rest of the rexe, Not only do you
tearn new words, but you also see them being used naturally in real

life.



Reading is a madel for writing, When you read, iv gives you a good
example for writing. Texes that you read show you strucrures and
expressions that you can use when you wrire,

Through reading. we can see ‘correctly strucrured’ English. When
people write, they usually use ‘correct” English wich proper
grammatical strucrures. This is noe always orue when people speale
So, by reading you see and learn grammatical English nacurally.
Because chere are so many advanrtages of reading, [ encourage
Kingsians ro culrivate a good reading habic. Read novels, newspapers
or magazines ar least 20 minuees a day. Make sure you choosc
something that you like, and this will keep you going.

Inregrarcd science is torally different from marhemarics, 1n science,
students are required o ask questions and collece dara in arder o
answer cergain questions. Moreover, studenes can do experiments
in the laboratory. Through doing experimencs, studenes can learn
differenc faly rechniques, which they cannor learn by rhemsebves, For
example, students can learn how o lighe a Bunsen burner in the
faboratery. Teaching junior forms science also requires teaching basic
safery precautions and fab skills. IF they don’t know cthem, it would be
difficulr for them when they mke those senior science classes. Science
is not a textbook-based subjece, bur a subjecr for studenrs o explore
and discover through experiential learning. That's why T like ro be a
science ceacher.
